Guide To Lab Report Completion

General Guidelines:

1. It is not required that you use a computer when writing your lab report.

2. All reports are to be completed in good form on plain paper (not lined).

3. All reports are due on the “hand in” date.  If you or your partner are away the day the report is due, the due date will be the very next day that you are in school.  (Before homeroom)   
4. Do not glue, staple, or tape attachments to the report.

5. The lab report Title Page is standard as shown below.
6. Lab Reports respect the steps of the Scientific Method.  The following six steps need to be included in this order in every report.

Problem:            1 sentence … asks a question

Hypothesis:
  1 sentence … an educated guess to answer the question … always begins with  

                          the words I Think That.  For example:  I think that if I add salt to  

                          water, then the water will produce less suds if mixed with soap.

Experiment:      There are 2 parts to this step and both need to be included.

                                  1.  Materials:  A list of all the apparatus and substances used 


                      2.  Procedure:  A list of instructions of how the lab was executed

Observations:    Charts, graphs, tables, descriptions, data, ……… information you recorded

Conclusion:        1 sentence … answers the hypothesis based on the observations

Use of Data:     A paragraph (4 to 5 sentences) that describes how you can use one thing you have  

                         learned in this lab and apply it to your life as a young adult living in Ottawa.  Be 

                         specific, and remember it can not have anything to do with school.
